Enclosure Movement

Marked off common land and took titles for land

Those who could not afford to put up fences or could not buy a title for the land lost it. 

Forced poor farmers to the city

Created a Labor Force

Economic Conditions:

Needed Consumers—people before were self-sufficient.  Now working did not have time to create things themselves.


Capital—start up money—from money made in India.  India colonized in 1750.

Political and Social Conditions


Strong Government that supported growth.

1) Licensing –regulation

2) Money supply

3) Infrastructure—roads, transportation, and sewage system.

4) Complicated economic systems needs complicated government—England had it.

5) Govt needs to get involved to keep people from dying and wanting to stay in towns both commercial and residence.



The Age of Iron and Coal


Coal allowed for new processes in separating iron from ore thus making a purer stronger material.



Revolutionary Changes in the Textile Industry

Cottage Industry or Putting out system: Imported cotton from India—peasant farmers spun it into thread and wove it into cloth->skilled artisans in town would then finish and dye the cloth. 

Flying Shuttle, Spinning Jenny, waterframe using water power all increase production greatly and ended the putting out system

Result was the first factories—bringing together workers and machines to produce large quantities of goods



Revolution in Transportation

Turnpikes: privately built and owned roads that one would have to pay a fee to travel on

Canals connected cities and the sea

Bridges

Steam locomotive—trains and steam boats
