1. Decide role for each person in the group: Anchor, Co-Anchor, On-the-scene Reporter, Individual Interviewed

2. Brainstorm ideas for a 4 to 5 minute newscast. Your newscast must include the following:



As an example:
· A lead story that shows a major story in the U.S.

· A secondary story that shows of the war in Europe or Pacific.

· A human interest story that focuses on an individual and how he or she was impacted by the war.

· Creative Story or Advertisement that brings up other issues that were present in Europe during the war.

Determine the order of possible stories based on their importance.  For example, the most important story should be the lead story.

3. Write stories for the newscast these will be turned in along with the video from a USB or on Youtube.
4.  Plan the presentation of the newscast, and gather props for the presentation.  You may want to include music, costumes, advertisements, or special bulletins to make your presentation as authentic as possible.

5. Rehearse all parts of the presentation before filming.
